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The 2010/2011 school year looks to be an exciting one here in Royse City. We once again have moved into a new district. As a new member of district 13 4A we find ourselves in what many football experts are calling the toughest district in 4A. While we still post the smallest enrollment numbers in the district, our teams across the board are returning a large number of starters.

One of the ways for us to make up the differences in enrollment size is to offer greater community support than the other schools in our district. The easiest way to do that is by becoming involved in the Royse City Athletic Booster Club (RCABC). The RCABC mission is to ensure our student athletes have all the advantages of quality equipment and resources that the other 4A schools enjoy. With the current economy, we understand that budgets have to be cut and we want to ensure that education comes first for our students in Royse City ISD. To help this along we have dedicated ourselves to raising the money needed by our athletic programs. This allows our school district to keep its focus on the education of our children while we as parents do our part to support the athletic programs.
The RCABC injected over $40K into the athletic programs in the 2009/2010 school year. We gave over $7K in scholarships and gave $1,500.00 to the education fund. These funds came primarily from concessions at our home games. We are one of the few remaining 4A schools that still work concession stands ourselves. Most schools have gone to contracting out concessions and have ended up going to a pay to play method for athletics. On the average most parents at these schools are paying $200.00 to $400.00 per student, per sport for their athletes to participate on school sports teams. 
To keep this from happening in your community, we need you to come out and support your local teams. The profits from concessions are turned back into the school’s athletic programs. We contribute to every sports program in both the high school and middle school.

To make all this happen, it takes each of us in the community pitching in and giving a hand when needed. We understand that time is precious these days and we NEVER want a parent to miss their child participating in a sporting event and will NOT let you work your child’s event. We want you in the stands where you belong showing your support and cheering them on to victory. What we do need, is your help on other events throughout the year as time allows. We have always been successful as an organization, because of the great working environment that develops within the booster club each year. It is one of the most rewarding things that will happen to you. You will develop friendships that will stay with you for a lifetime, while working to support the things we all find most important to us, our children. We hope that you will give it a try and take the time to show your children how much you care and support their hard work and dedication to their athletic endeavors.

To become a member just stop by the spirit shop or the concession stand at one of our home games and pick up a membership form. The $10 membership fee goes directly back into the athletic programs. This is a non-profit organization whose mission is to support our students.  You cannot get your children’s school years back. Don’t look back and say I wish I would have been more involved. The years fly by and all you are left with are memories or missed opportunities. This is your chance to make the choice, for you and your children.
